batteries visible through hole in STBD side of mid-section.  upper bulkhead in mid-section (viewed from aft) heavily corroded.  silt mound obstructing view, partial view into control section, mainly obstructed.  STBD side of inner bulkhead leading into control space leaning forward/inward (from blast possibly).  Buss bars, brackets for batteries (holders) visible.  periscope shaft and lens in sand beneath sub sail.  rubber lined radio shaft hole on top of sail forward of hatch.  hatch closed.  

no sign of forward nav light on sail (blanked out?)...even corrosion layer across forward edge of sail under turnbuckle.  

aft section: motor and gear drive, piping and handles all exact match for historic photographs.  dive planes visible, cable wrapped around aft end.  lead brick ballast pieces visible.  

bow section: Aft end of bow section, torpedo tubes, firing valves, check valves, HP air flasks all visible, in exact configuration of historic documentation images of Pearl Harbor sub examination.  Upper torpedo tube cracked open.  Lead brick ballast pieces visible in opening of section.  

Forward end of bow section, piece of forestay extant and ventilator evident.  


conclusion: site likely represents Japanese sub of PH attack force (confirms Terry Kerby/HURL theory).
